8.	 Authority to allot and issue shares

	 “That:

(a)	 pursuant to Section 161 of the Companies Act 1967, and the listing rules of the Singapore Exchange Securities Trading Limited, approval be and 
is hereby given to the Directors of the Company at any time to such persons and upon such terms and for such purposes as the Directors may in 
their absolute discretion deem fit, to:

(i)	 issue shares in the capital of the Company whether by way of rights, bonus or otherwise;

(ii)	 make or grant offers, agreements or options that might or would require shares to be issued or other transferable rights to subscribe for or 
purchase shares (collectively, “Instruments”) including but not limited to the creation and issue of warrants, debentures or other instruments 
convertible into shares;

(iii)	 issue additional Instruments arising from adjustments made to the number of Instruments previously issued in the event of rights, bonus or 
capitalisation issues; and

(b)	 (Notwithstanding the authority conferred by the shareholders may have ceased to be in force) issue shares in pursuance of any Instrument made or 
granted by the Directors while the authority was in force,

provided always that

(i)	 the aggregate number of shares to be issued pursuant to this resolution (including shares to be issued in pursuance of Instruments made or 
granted pursuant to this resolution) does not exceed 50% of the total number of issued shares excluding treasury shares of the Company, of 
which the aggregate number of shares (including shares to be issued in pursuance of Instruments made or granted pursuant to this resolution) to 
be issued other than on a pro rata basis to shareholders of the Company does not exceed 20% of the total number of issued shares excluding 
treasury shares of the Company, and for the purpose of this resolution, the issued share capital shall be the Company’s total number of issued 
shares excluding treasury shares at the time this resolution is passed, after adjusting for;

a)	 new shares arising from the conversion or exercise of convertible securities, or

b)	 new shares arising from exercising share options or vesting of share awards outstanding or subsisting at the time this resolution is passed 
provided the options or awards were granted in compliance with Part VIII of Chapter 8 of the Listing Manual of the Singapore Exchange 
Securities Trading Limited, and
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c)	 any subsequent bonus issue, consolidation or subdivision of the Company’s shares, and

(ii)	 such authority shall, unless revoked or varied by the Company at a general meeting, continue in force until the conclusion of the next Annual 
General Meeting or the date by which the next Annual General Meeting of the Company is required by law to be held, whichever is the earlier.”

9.	 The Proposed Renewal of Share Buy-Back Mandate

	 “That:

(a)	 for the purposes of Sections 76C and 76E of the Companies Act 1967 of Singapore (the “Companies Act”), the exercise by the Directors of the 
Company of all the powers of the Company to purchase or otherwise acquire issued ordinary shares (“Shares”) in the capital of the Company  
not exceeding in aggregate the Prescribed Limit (as defined hereinafter), at such price or prices as may be determined by the Directors of the 
Company from time to time up to the Maximum Price (as defined hereinafter), whether by way of:

(i)	 market purchases (each a “Market Purchase”) on the Singapore Exchange Securities Trading Limited (the “SGX-ST”); and/or

(ii)	 off-market purchases (each an “Off-Market Purchase”) effected otherwise than on the SGX- ST in accordance with any equal access 
schemes as may be determined or formulated by the Directors of the Company as they consider fit, which scheme shall satisfy all the 
conditions prescribed by the Companies Act,

and otherwise in accordance with all other laws, regulations and rules of the SGX-ST as may for the time being be applicable and is hereby 
authorised and approved generally and unconditionally (the “Share Buy-Back Mandate”);

(b)	 unless varied or revoked by the shareholders of the Company in general meeting, the authority conferred on the Directors of the Company 
pursuant to the Share Buy-Back Mandate may be exercised by the Directors at any time and from time to time during the period commencing 
from the passing of this Resolution and expiring on the earlier of:

(i)	 the date on which the next Annual General Meeting of the Company is held; or 

(ii)	 the date by which the next Annual General Meeting of the Company is required by law or the Constitution of the Company to be held;

(c)	 In this Resolution:

“Prescribed Limit” means that number of Shares representing 10% of the total number of issued Shares in the capital of the Company as at the 
date of the passing of this Resolution (excluding any Shares which are held as treasury shares); and
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“Maximum Price” in relation to a Share to be purchased, means an amount (excluding brokerage, stamp duties, applicable goods and services tax 
and other related expenses) not exceeding:

(i)	 in the case of a Market Purchase: 105% of the Average Closing Price

(ii)	 in the case of an Off-Market Purchase: 120% of the Average Closing Price

where:

“Average Closing Price” means the average of the closing market prices of a Share over the last five (5) market days, on which transactions in the 
Shares were recorded, preceding the day of the Market Purchase, and deemed to be adjusted for any corporate action that occurs after such five-
day market period; and, 

(d)	 any of the Directors of the Company be and are hereby authorised to complete and do all such acts and things (including without limitation, to 
execute all such documents as may be required and to approve any amendments, alterations or modifications to any documents), as they or he 
may consider desirable, expedient or necessary to give effect to the transactions contemplated by this Resolution.”	 (Resolution 9)

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Explanatory Notes:-

1.	 The proposed Ordinary Resolution no. 8 will authorise the Directors of the Company from the date of the above Annual General Meeting until the next 
Annual General Meeting to issue shares and convertible securities in the Company up to an amount not exceeding in aggregate 50 percent (50%) of the 
total number of issued shares excluding treasury shares of the Company, of which the total number of shares and convertible securities issued other 
than on a pro-rata basis to existing shareholders shall not exceed 20 percent (20%) of the total number of issued shares excluding treasury shares of the 
Company at the time the resolution is passed, for such purposes as they consider would be in the interests of the Company. This authority will, unless 
revoked or varied at a general meeting, expire at the next Annual General Meeting.

2	 The proposed Ordinary Resolution no. 9, if passed, will empower the Directors of the Company from the date of the above Meeting until the conclusion 
of the next Annual General Meeting or the date by which the next Annual General Meeting is required by law to be held, whichever is the earlier, to 
repurchase ordinary shares of the Company by way of market purchases or off-market purchases of up to ten percent (10%) of the total number of 
issued shares (excluding treasury shares) in the capital of the Company at the Maximum Price as defined in the Circular dated 5 April 2022. The rationale 
for, the authority and limitations on, the sources of funds to be used for the purchase or acquisition including the amount of financing and the financial 
effects of the purchase or acquisition of ordinary shares by the Company pursuant to the Share Buy-Back Mandate on the audited consolidated financial 
accounts of the Group for the financial year ended 31 December 2021 are set out in greater detail in the Letter to Shareholders enclosed together with 
the Annual Report.

Measures to Minimise Risk of Community Spread of COVID-19

1.	 The Annual General Meeting is being convened, and will be held, by way of electronic means pursuant to the COVID-19 (Temporary Measures)

2.	 Alternative arrangements relating to: (a) attendance at the Annual General Meeting via electronic means (including arrangements by which the meeting 
can be electronically accessed via “live” audio-visual webcast or “live” audio-only stream); (b) submission of questions to the Chairman of the Meeting in 
advance of, or “live” at, the Annual General Meeting, and addressing of substantial and relevant questions in advance of, or “live” at, the Annual General 
Meeting; and (c) voting at the Annual General Meeting (i) “live” by the member or his/her/its duly appointed proxy(ies) (other than the Chairman of the 
Meeting) via electronic means; or (ii) by appointing the Chairman of the Meeting as proxy to vote on the member’s behalf at the Annual General Meeting, 
are set out in the accompanying Company’s announcement dated 5 April 2022.

3.	 As a precautionary measure due to the current COVID-19 situation in Singapore, a member will not be able to attend the Annual General Meeting in 
person. A member who wishes to exercise his/her/its voting rights at the Annual General Meeting may: 

a.	 (where the member is an individual) vote “live” via electronic means at the Annual General Meeting, or (whether the member is an individual or a 
corporate) appoint (a) proxy(ies) (other than the Chairman of the Meeting) to vote “live” via electronic means at the Annual General Meeting on his/
her/its behalf; or 
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b.	 (whether the member is an individual or a corporate) appoint the Chairman of the Meeting as his/her/its proxy to vote on his/her/its behalf at the 
Annual General Meeting.

4.	 (a) 	� A member who is not a relevant intermediary* is entitled to appoint not more than two proxies. Where such member’s instrument appointing (a) 
proxy(ies) appoints more than one proxy, the proportion of the shareholding concerned to be represented by each proxy shall be specified in the 
instrument. 

(b)	 A member who is a relevant intermediary* is entitled to appoint more than two proxies, but each proxy must be appointed to exercise the rights 
attached to a different share or shares held by such member. Where such member’s instrument appointing (a) proxy(ies) appoints more than two 
proxies, the number and class of shares in relation to which each proxy has been appointed shall be specified in the instrument. 

*“Relevant intermediary” has the meaning ascribed to it in Section 181 of the Companies Act 1967 of Singapore. 

5.	 A proxy need not be a member of the Company.

7.	 CPF and SRS investors: (a) may vote “live” via electronic means at the Annual General Meeting if they are appointed as proxies by their respective 
CPF Agent Banks or SRS Operators, and should contact their respective CPF Agent Banks or SRS Operators if they have any queries regarding their 
appointment as proxies; or (b) may appoint the Chairman of the Meeting as proxy to vote on their behalf at the Annual General Meeting, in which case 
they should approach their respective CPF Agent Banks or SRS Operators to submit their votes by 5.00 p.m. on 14 April 2022. 
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8.	 The Annual Report 2021 and the Letter to Shareholders dated 5 April 2022 (in relation to the proposed renewal of the share buy-back mandate) 
have been published and may be downloaded from the SGX website at the URL https://www.sgx.com/securities/company-announcements and the 
Company’s website at www.stracocorp.com.
